All kinds of new things start in September at the Edmonton 
Japanese Community Association: six levels of Japanese 
lessons (Beginners, Intermediate, Advanced, Japanese for 
Teens level 1 and 2, and Fun and Easy Japanese), play 
and learn Japanese classes for small children (Nihongo 
Kids: 2 to 4 years old and their parents; Baby Salon: 0 to 2 
years old and their parents). Already 61 students have 
registered to the Japanese lessons and 37 children to 
Nihongo Kids and Baby Salon. It is amazing that close to 
100 people are learning Japanese at the EJCA. 
 
In 2018, a total of 131 new memberships (294 people) 
jointed the EJCA by the end of August. Here are the 
comparisons with 2017 and 2016 numbers. 

Period New 
memberships 

Number of new 
people 

Jan-Dec, 2016 96 137 

Jan-Dec, 2017 95 151 

Jan-Aug, 2018 131 294 

We usually had around 95 new memberships annually 
prior to 2016. So, there was a jump of about 40 percent in 
the number of new memberships, which works out to 
almost 100 percent more new people in 2018 (and there 
could be more by the end of the year). We noticed that 
there were more new family memberships than new single 
memberships. Some families jointed the EJCA to 
participate in the EJCA summer camps. 
 
One of the objectives for the EJCA Board in 2018 was to 
spearhead new programs to provide new Japanese 
immigrants increased opportunities to join EJCA activities. 
I think that our efforts have been reflected in the increase 
in the EJCA memberships. Now that we have both old and 
new EJCA members with different backgrounds but the 
same interest in Japanese culture, how can we carry on 
EJCA activities together with the maximum number of 
participants? This is our challenge. 
 
The EJCA already has many clubs, programs and events. 
Many members have been involved in these and enjoy our 
offerings. If I stand back and look at EJCA activities with 
fresh eyes, I am surprised by the span of activities in which 
EJCA members are engaged including activities open to 
non-members like school programs, festivals and the 
bazaar. 
 
I strongly encourage new EJCA members to attend the 
EJCA Annual General Meeting on October 14, 2018. After 
the AGM, we are going to host dinner (free for EJCA 
members!) and afterward will have demonstrations by 
EJCA clubs and presentations about cultural activities. 
This will be a great opportunity for new members to learn 
about the full scope of the EJCAôs clubs and offerings, and, 
of course, a chance to enjoy dinner with both old and new 
friends. During the AGM, we will also be offering a kids 
room for looking after your small children. So, please come 
to the AGM with your family members.  
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As of September 16, 2018, the EJCA has 428 valid memberships.

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Kids Summer Camp Report 
This year, EJCA offered a Kids summer camp for the first 
time in its history! It was a four-day camp from August 20 
to 23 from 9:00 to 16:30 of fun filled camp for Japanese 
speaking children aged 5- 12. 32 students attended. The 
purpose was to give them opportunity to have fun 
activities in Japanese language expecting the camp will 
encourage kids to improve language skill through 
Japanese related cultural activities.

Kindergarten report    Kazumi Harley 
On August 20, after getting comfortable with the summer 
camp playing games and making art crafts, we wrote a 
summer greeting card to relatives in Japan. The kids drew 
a watermelon on a card. We walked to the nearest mailing 
box to send the greeting cards to Japan. On our way to 
the mailing box, we watched a squirrel, red berries and 
white flowers that all excited us. 
 
In the class, we played Fukuwari (placing face parts such 
as eyebrows, eyes, nose on to a blank face) and paper 
sumo wrestling (sumo wrestlers made of paper fight on 
the paper box). Each opponent hits the edge of the paper 
box to move his sumo wrestler and fight his opponent. It 
was four days filled with excitement and laughter.  
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Summer Camp: Grade 1 and 2 Report    Junko Froment 
 
The summer camp for Grade 1 and 2 students had 9 
children. There were many activities during the four day 
summer camp. One activity that only this class did was 
chigirie. They made two pieces of chigirie over two days. 
The theme for the first day was cherry blossoms. The 
theme for the second day was Mount Fuji. First, they drew 
a sketch carefully. Then, they tore colored paper into small 
pieces and paste them onto the sketch. They kept asking 
the teacher, ñDonôt you think small petals for cherry 
flowers look nice?ò ñCan I use several colors for tree 
trunks?ò ñCan I make Mount Fuji a night scene?ò ñDonôt 
you know that the top of Mount Fui is covered with 
snow?òAfter finishing their chigirie, they were showing 
them off so proudly.

My Arctic Adventure     May Uyeda 

 
Besides following the NWT curriculum, an Inuit cultural 
program was in place in which the students learned both 
the language (Inuktitut) and traditional ways. That meant 
that they learned syllabics (symbol alphabet rather than 
Roman orthography which used the English alphabet) 
which is a difficult system to master, especially those of us 
who were called ñqallunaaqò which literally meansò big 
eyebrowsò. Notice that the letter ñuò does not follow a ñqò 
in Inuktitut. Culturally, the boys learned to make jigging 
tools and spears and the girls learned to sew duffle 
slippers which would show their embroidery talents. 
 
We had a breakfast program run by one of our mothers 
who was fantastic at making wonderfully light bannock 
with raisins (very difficult for me) or caribou soup which 
were the mainstays. Also, there was a shower program for 
those students who did not have bathing facilities at home. 
Back then, there were more than a few homes with that 
problem. I remember once when towels were being dried 
in the dryer and someone forgot to clear out the lint trap. 
Although the fire alarm went off and the school was filled 
with acrid smoke that night, it didnôt convince our Principal 
to cancel classes the next day. After all, what was a little 
smoke! 
 
Special events were celebrated with a feast of some type. 
Occasions such as the first time narwhal entered the harbor 
in many years and provided ñmuktukò (the skin and blubber) 
which was rare in Gjoa Haven was when everyone would 
contribute what they could. So, southern foods such as pizza 
made by one of the staff was a real treat. 
 
As with all adventures into new territory, one of the most 
important things one has to adapt to is the weather. Gjoa 
Haven was beautiful when we landed in July but summer 
was short-lived on the tundra. By mid-August, the 
temperatures were cooling quickly, the beautiful Arctic 
cotton blooms were fading and the short-lived fall would 
rapidly lead into winter. The temperatures during my first 
winter were brutal. When they say that the Artic is a desert, 
it is true, however, what snow does fall is very dry and 
blows into drifts. A true white-out for us meant that my 
administrator husband would only cancel school when he 
couldnôt see the garbage can sitting 10 metres from our 
front door. Otherwise, it was school as usual with our 
students bent forward against the wind and shuffling to 
classes. 
During one such storm, the power lines started touching 
each other and shorting out so the power grid was shut 
down. The Nursing Station and the School were the only 
two complexes which had generators so most of the 600 
people crowded into the two buildings for 2 days. Many of 
us learned to bring up kerosene heaters on the next barge 
as it was difficult when it came to water and cooking 
facilities for so many people. Needless to say, it wasnôt 
just the houseplants that suffered from the situation.

How cold was it in Gjoa Haven? Well, the joke was that if 
you spit and it froze before it hit the ground, it was really 
cold. I donôt recall ever seeing that happen but then I 
spent as little time outside as possible when it went below 
-40 Celsius with howling winds. It was just as well we 
didnôt have recordings of the temperatures with the wind 
chill as I might not have stayed there for 5 years if I knew 
those facts.  
 
Minus 40 was not unusual but of course, we were dressed 
to the nines in Arctic gear ï Arctic boots that was the army 
type issue, Arctic parkas which seemed to weigh a ton, 
bibbed snow pants and layers of mitts and gloves. You 
needed an Arctic parka because the hood was wired to 
bend to allow only a very limited view and exposure to the 
cold. It didnôt matter if you lived 20 metres or over on the 
other side of town, you dressed accordingly.  
 
The locals were dressed even warmer in their caribou 
parkas (caribou hair is hollow which provides extra 
insulation), caribou gloves and sometimes even caribou 
pants (used mostly when hunting) which had the hide 
turned inside out to provide more warmth. ñ Kamiksò or 
native boots had waterproof bottoms made from sealskin 
and uppers that were often elaborately assembled with 
cut-out designs of different colors of sealskin. The liners 
were made of duffle which had beautiful embroidery on it. 
Modern Inuit parkas were made with duffle liners, 
elaborately decorated covers and hoods and trimmed with 
fur, the most beautiful made with wolverine fur which did 
not freeze from oneôs breath. 
 
Mothers and caregivers wore anò amautiò which had a 
pouch in the hood area in which the child was nestled 
against the motherôs back. Amautis were the fastest and 
easiest way to carry the child from place to place without 
donning full northern gear. 
 
I remember one January when we didnôt get flights in for 3 
weeks because of storms. The airport building was a small 
metal structure that the Scottish manager, (a former Bay 
employee) looked after on the days that flights were due. 
He made many needless cold trips that month. By the end 
of the 3 weeks, we were hungry not only for fresh food but 
the mail from the south. Telephone conversations with our 
families were vital, so vital that one teacher was shocked 
to get a $700 bill from calls to Ontario. I imagine that was 
the last time she did that! Strangely enough, I was in 
contact with my parents much more often when I lived in 
the North. We took turns calling as I always assumed my 
parents wanted to know if we were still alive! One teacher 
had told his family that if someone died during the night, 
they were not to call immediately as the situation would 
not have changed by the morning! Besides, back then, 
there were only 3 flights per week. It was much more 
frequent when we left 5 years later.

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20,000 Steps a Day in Tokyo (part 1)

Many reviews about Tokyo compare it with other cities in 
the world. I wanted to find out if this also applies to me. I 
spent five weeks this summer around my 15

th
 birthday on 

what was my very first visit to Japan, or even Asia, as a 
matter of fact. 
 
Although I had prepared myself for many things to do in 
Tokyo, I was still awed by its sheer size, number of 
possible activities to do, and the number of inhabitants. 
The proper city has a population of 13 million, but the 
metropolitan area comprising of 37 million makes it the 
largest on Earth. It is characterized by its thousands of 
skyscrapers, apartment buildings, office towers, shopping 
centers, parks, and even more (than I can think of right 
now). It even has 36 different department stores while 
Edmonton only has 8!  
 
Yes, it is a large city, but also the cleanest that I have 
seen. Barely anyone litters, as everyone is concerned with 
their personal hygiene, and well being of others. Another 
fact that I can appreciate is that the people there are 
always either early or punctual. It is a polite custom to be 
30 minutes early for a gathering, meeting, conference, etc.  
It is considered impolite to blow your nose (loudly, 
especially,) in public. The local method for that is to just 
keep sniffing. 
 
The public transportation system is complex but also easy 
to find your way around in, since everything is bilingually 
labeled. Apps like Google Maps are still the best tool to 
use for saving time and getting around Tokyo since 
looking at the complicated rail maps can be a bit confusing. 
Having a Pasmo, or Suica chip card is super helpful for 
anybody using the train or bus services regularly. This can 
save you the complications of keeping single paper tickets. 
Although mobile apps do help you a lot to navigate around 
the city, you should watch your surroundings. It can be 
hard for GPS to pinpoint your location and heading in 
between all those skyscrapers. Oh, and by the way, it is 
nearly mandatory to get a Japanese data SIM card, or 
otherwise Maps, Google Translate, or any other useful 
app won't work at all.  A 3-5 GB SIM that you get online or 
at the airport or major electronics stores is a good choice, 
as there is also very good network connection throughout 
Japan. 
 
A few Japanese sentences get you a long way, and I 
always felt accomplished when I used them. However, you 
can -and I did- survive using mostly English or help of a 
smartphone-camera-translation app. I saw many people 
biking, even in the center of Tokyo which saves energy 
and is eco-friendly. The Capital even has its own bike-
sharing system, which anyone currently without a bicycle 
can use for a small fee. 
 
There are also many drink dispensers placed alongside
